5. Holder of the following Proficiency Badges:

· Homemaker
· Emergency Helper or Adult First Aid Certificate by St John’s or Elementary First Aid Certificate by Red Cross or Bronze Cross by Singapore Council of Social Services or First Aid Course organized by GGS.
· National Heritage
· Friends to the World
